 The lust for gold spans all eras, races, and nationalities. To possess any amount of gold 

seems to ignite an insatiable desire to obtain more. 

    Through the centuries, this passion gave rise to the enduring tale of a city of gold. In the 

16th and 17th centuries, Europeans believed that somewhere in the New World there was 

a place of immense wealth known as El Dorado. Their searches for this treasure wasted 

countless lives, drove at least one man to suicide, and put another man under the 

executioner's ax. 

A second location for El Dorado was inferred from rumors, which inspired several 

unsuccessful expeditions in the late 1500s in search of a city called Manõa on the shores 

of Lake Parime. The most famous of these expeditions were led by Sir Walter Raleigh. In 

pursuit of the legend, Spanish conquistadors and numerous others searched Colombia, 

Venezuela, and parts of Guyana and northern Brazil for the city and its fabulous king. In 

the course of these explorations, much of northern South America, including the Amazon 

River, was mapped. By the beginning of the 19th century most people dismissed the 

existence of the city as a myth. 

In 1535, Captains Anasco and Ampudia were dispatched by Spanish conquistador Sebastian 

de Belalcazar, one of Francisco Pizarro's chief lieutenants, to discover the valley 

of Dorado in pursuit of the splendid riches of the Zaque, or chieftain of Cundinamarca, 

described by a wandering Indian of Tacumga. 

 



 

Evidence for the existence of Lake Parime 

 

 

Dismissed in the 19th century as a myth, some evidence for the existence of a lake in 

northern Brazil has been uncovered. In 1977 Brazilian geologists Gert Woeltje and 

Frederico Guimarães Cruz along with Roland Stevenson found that on all the 

surrounding hillsides a horizontal line appears at a uniform level approximately 120 

metres (390 ft) above sea level. This line registers the water level of an extinct lake which 

existed until relatively recent times.  Lara Croft knew that this wasn’t coincidence and 

myths do not emerge from nowhere. Exploring the sites of the extinct lake Lara finds a 

underground city which she believes to be the remnants of  Manõa, there she finds 

registers about migration of this population  due difficulties of the land. Perhaps this 

could lead her to the real whereabouts of El Dorado, the city of gold. Her theory was 

that the people migrated to north, towards the sea, and perhaps even to some island in 

Caribbean sea. In her reaseach she discovers a uncharted island in Caribe  and she starts 

her journey. But she is not the only one who still searching for the city…
